Fire danger today is HIGH. Dead fuel moisture values are critically low today, especially the 1-hr and
the 10-hr. Very warm temperatures and low Rh's are keeping fire danger high. Winds are generally light.
Any locations with large concentrations of grass, leaf and brush fuels are at greatest risk. Open burning

near these dead fuel concentrations should be avoided this afternoon.

Showers are expected starting tomorrow morning, dampening fuels. Winds will be gusty but fire danger
will likely be LOW.
